This is the same
type of aircraft used by Jimmy
Doolittle to raid Tokyo, taking off
from “Shangri-La”, AKA the carrier
_“Hornet” on April 18 1942. Built in
Kansas in 1944, it had a varied
existence until acquired by Larry
Kelley (pictured below) and restored
by Tom Reilly Vintage Aircraft
(“Bombertown”) who restored it to
original condition finished as
“Panchito”, a B-25J that served with
the 396 Bomb Squadron, 41st Bomb
Group, 7th Air Force in the Central
